
NDIS UPDATE

Whatôs a participant statement?  
 

A participant statement is a record of your life that you can take to your planning meeting to assist in developing your NDIS  
individual plan.  

 
Itôs a good idea to prepare your participant statement prior to your meeting, and to commence thinking about the following 

things to include:  
 

¶ What goals you would like to work towards in my life, and what support do I need to be able to achieve them.  
¶ What your life looks like now, and what you would like it to look like, including where you live, what you do, the peo-

ple who are in your life, recreational pursuits, work or volunteering.  
 
Access Recreation will work with you through 2017 to develop a comprehensive participant statement so you are prepared 
with the necessary information to take to your planning meeting so you get the supports that will assist you to reach your 
desired goals. Access Recreation will have a ñThis is My Worldò easy to use pre-planning booklet to help you start mapping 
out the things youôll need to discuss with your planner.  A Coordinator will be in contact with you in early 2017 to com-
mence documenting your support information.   
 

 
 
 
 

Transport Requirements  
Access to transport is a core function to social and economic participation for people with a disability, whether it is a mea ns 
to access the community, work, study, job -seeking or medical appointment.  
 
As a result of the introduction of the NDIS, your transport arrangements my look different then they current are and need 
to be considered and added to your plan. Currently, many people receive the Mobility Allowance through Centrelink for 
travel to and from places in the community. This allowance is limited to people who need substantial assistance in order to 
use public transport because of disability, injury or illness.  
 
Once you transition to the NDIS and your plan is in place, your Mobility Allowance will cease. However, some transport sup-
ports and funds are available under the NDIS. Itôs important when completing your pre-planning that you include this and 
inform your NDIS planner what your transport needs are so that you have adequate supports provided in your NDIS plan.  
 
An NDIS eligible participant will generally be able to access funding for transport assistance if the participant cannot use 
public transport without substantial difficulty due to their disability.  If you are eligible NDIS transport assistance fundi ng 
there are currently three levels of support for transport assistance that will be paid fortnightly in advance:  
 
Level 1 ï Up to $1,606 per year for participants who are not working, studying or attending day programs but are seeking 
to enhance their community access. 
 
Level 2 ï Up to $2,472 per year for participants who are currently working or studying part -time (up to 15 hours a week), 
participating in day programs and for other social, recreational or leisure activities.  
 
Level 3 ï Up to $3,456 per year for participants who are currently working, looking for work, or studying, at least 15 hours 
a week, and are unable to use public transport because of their disability.  
Exceptional circumstances: participants can receive higher funding if the participant has supports (mainstream, informal or 
funded) in their plan that enables their participation in employment.

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 Apricot and white chocolate Granita slice  

Ingredients  

 2 x 180g blocks white chocolate, chopped 

 1/2 x 250g packet Arnott's Granita biscuits, broken into quarters 

 1/2 cup dried apricots, quartered 

 1/4 cup raisins 

 1/4 cup shredded coconut 

 

Step 1 
Grease a 6.5cm-deep, 19cm (base) square cake pan. Line base and sides with baking paper, leaving a 2cm overhang on all sides. 

 

Step 2 
Place chocolate in a microwave-safe bowl. Microwave on MEDIUM (50%) for 2 minutes, stirring every 30 seconds with a metal 

spoon, or until melted and smooth (see note). 
 

Step 3 
Add biscuits, apricots, raisins and coconut to chocolate. Stir to combine. Press mixture into prepared pan. Refrigerate, covered, for 2 

hours or until set. Cut into 16 squares. Serve.
